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ANNUAL REPORT : 2016-2017

St. Xavier's College of Education, Patna is a Christian Minority Institution, permanently affiliated to
Aryabhatta Knowledge University, Patna and permanently recognized by the government of Bihar and the
National Council for Teacher Education, Accredited by NAAC with 'A" grade (3rd Cycle) and registered
under 2(f) 12 B of UGC Act 1956. This is an unaided co-educational institution running B.Ed. and M.Ed. of
2 years duration. The sanctioned intake capacity of the college for B.Ed, is 100 and for M.Ed. is 50 per year.
Since its inception, the college has paid special attention to admit and train a sizeable number of students from
the deprived sections of society particularly S.C., S.T., O.B.C. and Physically Handicapped. 80% of the
student body usually consists of women.

The admission process started in May by advertising in predominant newspapers and displaying the
same on the college notice board as well as college website . The session 2016-17 of B.Ed. & M.Ed. (First
year) commenced on 1st July & 26th July 2016 respectively and B.Ed. & M.Ed. (2nd year) on4th July, 2016.

32 schools from Bihar had come to
recruit our B.Ed. & M.Ed. students for placement. 90% of our students have been placed from 2015-2017

B.Ed. & M.Ed. session. Besides, we receive vacancy notices from over 3¢ primary and secondary schools
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and fow colleges from outside the statc. These notices were displayed on the notice board of the college to

be used by the student-teachers. Theirapplications were forwarded by the principal of the college.

(2015-2017) students were honoured with special award of Excellence
and 2 of our B.Ed. (2015-2017) students were honoured with the award of Perfect Attendance. during their
Valedictory function.

Examination & Results

from 18.7.2017 and their results are awaited. The third semester & first semester university examination
result of 2015-2017 & 2016-2018 M.Ed. are announced on 16.6.2017 out of 29 appeared (2015-27), 18
Passed with Distinction and 11 First Divisions & out of 25 appeared (2016-18) 13 passed with Distinction &
12 First Divisions. B.Ed. 2015-2017 First year University Exam results are announced on 28.7.2017 out of
100 appeared 63 distinctions, 35 first Divisions & 2 failures.

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ROLE OF WOMEN IN 70 YEARS OF INDEPENDENCE

History bears testimony to the fact that since time immemorial women have always played a
remarkable role. Apart from the famous personalities like Mahatma Gandhi, Jawaharala Nehru and so on
many prominent women leaders have also played a remarkable role in the independence struggle. Beginning
from the years of independence the two women that deserve respect and mention is Rani Lakshmi Bai of
Jhansi and Hazrat Mahal, the Begum of Oudh. They fought valiantly along with men against the alien rulers.
Lakshmi Bai is known till today for her courage. Her bravery and courage lays an outstanding example of
patriotism. She is known as the bravest solider of the first war of Independence. She is a symbol of bravery,
courage, perseverance, generosity and resistance to British Rule. Hazrat Mahal took an active part in the
defence of Lucknow by encouraging her troops in the battlefield. Another mention of great importance is
Sarojini Naidu, who under the guidance of Gokhale and Gandhiji gave up her desire of poetry and played a
remarkable role in the society. She took up the cause of the emanicipation of women and Hindu-Muslim
Unity. She played a splendid role in the salt-satyagraha and smiliar such consecutive struggles. She promoted
the Swadeshi movement by weaving Khadi clothes and even campaigned for the khilafat movement. The next
important woman leader of reputation is Indira Gandhi. She was the first Indian Woman Prime Minister, and
the third Prime Minister of India. Under her able leadership, India provided shelter, food and medicines to
about 10 million people who fled from their homes to neighbouring states of West Bengal, Tripura and Assam
to escape the marauding Pakistani army and its hoodlums.

The struggle for Indian Independence was not only for ousting the Britishers but also for challenging
the norms laid down by the society and especially for transforming from within when it comes to customs,
belief and traditions. After 1920, women took to the streets, picketing, rioting and also taking active
participation in public demonstrations, facing lathis and lanquished in the jail for the cause of freedom
struggle. However post independence certain revolutionary changes have taken place. The constitution of
India provided certain directions to the government for improving the condition of women and thus the status
of women was contemplated by social legislation. Women could then be seen, being employed not only in
clerical jobs but also coming up to become IPS, IAS and also taking initiatives for joining Indian Air Force. As
icons for millions of people, Kiran Bedi was the first women IPS officer. She is well-reputed for her
outstanding work in the police force and has been even awarded for it. Another renowned person who needs
mention is Kalpana Chawla. She was the first woman of Indian origin to go into space. The Bush
administration continued to hail her even after she died along with some crew members when her space
shuttle 'Coloumbia' exploded sixteen minutes before landing on the earth. Earlier there were no women
writers who were appreciated for their piece of work. However today in the present scenario there are a few
renowned women writers like Arundhati Roy, Anita Desai, Kirai Desai and Jhumpia Laheri who have written
beautiful works. It is not that women are progressing in the fields of politics and literature only. But women
have even made contributions in the fields of entertainment. Nargis Dutt is one such woman who is well-
known for her role she performed in "Mother India". She is considered to be the best actress in Indian cinemas.
She even received the Padma Shri. The winning of the Silver and Bronze medal at the Rio Olympics 2016
brings out the fact that women are still progressing and contributing even after 70 years of independence.
‘While P.V. Sindhu won the Silver medal in the women single in Badminton, Sakshi Malik secured the bronze
medal in Wrestling, thus making the nation proud.

In the words of Swami Vivekanand. "It is impossible to think about the welfare of the world unless the

condition of women is improved. It is impossible for a bird to fly on only one wing"
From the struggle of Independence to being shut in their houses, to their resurgence as super women, the
Indian women have seen it all.

Thomas Hardy
My Grandma and I were roommates before she left us and went to God's Paradise. One night I had the worst
pain of my life in my left arm and I was tossing right and left struggling. My grandmother woke up, sat beside
me consoling and massaging my arm asking me to close my eyes. I did so and unknowing of anything fell
asleep. When I woke up early in the morming she was still there in the same posture. Before I could utter a word
she asked-'Is it still paining?'

After years, one afternoon I dreamt about this incident in siesta. I was about to get lost in recollecting those
sweet memories of her when suddenly my eyes met the ticking clock, quarter to five in the evening. I had my
classes scheduled at five, T thought, "Surely T will get late today". After minutes of skirmish T seized my
belongings and swiftly reached the classroom, a five minutes of walking distance relishing my elder sister's
childish comments on the way, about me being a teacher.

I had been teaching these high school students for months almost close to a year. From the very beginning I
had tried to give attention to all of them. Observing them I had noticed their alikeness and also their
differences. Girl or boy - sharp or blunt- it didn't matter even a bit but aloofness and silence did. There was this
boy named Sachin Singh, good at heart but very inattentive to studies, always fixed at the last row. Classes
went on, one after another, new chapters were taught in which children participated in various activities but
Sachin showed no keenness for it. Now when exams were knocking at the door I was puzzled for him.

That day when I reached at the classroom gate they all greeted me good evening in unison. I replied them with
the same happy cheerful intensity but dropped the atom-bomb of Surprise-Test. It is rightly said and believed
that practice makes a person perfect and thus within minutes everything went serene and paper and pen were
put to good use for answering the questions of "The Bishop's Candlestick".

Everyone tried their best and so did Sachin in writing only one single word in the answer sheet - "Sorry". I felt
irritated and furious but then I remembered my teacher's saying that, "A teacher is an idol of patience and
perseverance”. So while grading instead of giving him two zeroes I gave him two question marks and waited
thinking - Good things come to those who know to wait.

The abrupt weather change made me a little sick next week but not to the extent that I had to take leave. One
evening when I was in School, an unexpected rain visited us. We all loved that view outside the classroom
window and Sachin did pen-sketched one glimpse of it on penultimate page of his notebook. After dismissal
many of the students left and some waited for the rain to calm down. A girl named Vaishnavi asked, "Mam, are
you fine? How will we go home this evening?" I answered, "Yes, just a bit of fever. Rain may make it worse so
let's wait together.” Suddenly Sachin went out in his usual abrupt manner and returned back around twilight
after twenty minutes. Wet from head to toe and shivering he offered me an umbrella. I was wonderstuck
completely then he said, "Mam I hope this will help you. I bought medicines too for you. Here-take them.”
Before I could be back to my senses he ran away.

That five minutes walk home in the rain holding that umbrella made me hope again, filled me with new
determination. I realized how he must have felt, tagged as a back row idiot, assumed to be useless, labeled as
the mischief maker. "With little care this negativity can be resolved" I thought.

Iwas right, with little more regular reinforcement and recognition to the validity of his creative ideas he felt at
ease and relaxed and made new friends. Gradual but remarkable changes were observed in him, now he would
sit at different places not fixed to just one and willingly participate to learn more.

The final class tests were over, the results of which were announced to be declared after the weekend. I asked
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casually onc day in the class, "I am looking for some nccm
leaves for my birds back home, anybody got a tree nearby?"
Before anyone could answer Sachin stated, "Mam, don't
worry! I will be going to my granny's place this weekend. 1
will bring you some, be sure about it. "Thank-you that is so
sweet of you", I for once thanked him this time.

After weekend Iinferred that the classes will remain closed as
one of the students had an accident and died on spot. The
news itself was mournful but what hit the heart was the name.
Itwas Sachin. Anxious and in dire grief1 tried consulting his
whereabouts hoping for once and all to prove it a baseless
rumour. But no, it was every bit true. His whatsApp last seen
showed 4:32 PM and his Facebook timeline had messages of
'Rest in Peace'. Thad his papers which were his best so far. My
incomplete conversation with him can never be completed
again.

Two years later, now in 2017, When we went to Rajgir, every
turn every inch of the way reminded me of Him. How a
sapling was crushed before it could turn into a tree! The
relationship between a teacher and a student is as much
intellectual as it is emotional. Destiny took him away so
young but still there are many Sachin around us depressed,
they choose to end their precious life. Their sadness, loss of
innocent smile and life is a blasphemous curse on a teacher's
soul. Let these guardians of tomorrow feel their worth today.

For him early mornings or late evenings
were no problem. He saw to it meticulously that every activity reached its completion successfully.

He was a very good disciplinarian too. He practiced what he preached. So he demanded from the
trainees too punctuality, good manners, seriousness, hard work and excellence. He gave his time and energy
inevery aspect of B.Ed. training: be it academic, co-curricular or extra-curricular.

From the inception of the Alumni Association in 2003 he served as its vice President and President. I
can proudly say that St. Xavier's College of Education Alumni Association was one of the most active Alumni
Associations of Patna Province under his leadership. It is through his efforts that our Alumni Association is
whatitis today.

He also had a soft corner for the poor and the needy. He would quietly reach out to those in need. He
was a sincere and honest person. He would give sound advice to those went to him. He contributed also as
Assistant Programme in-charge of our study centre for IGNOU B.Ed.

I would like to keep in record that SXCE is very much indebted to Fr. Jacob for his valuable services
and support standing by it even during its bad days.

As we say farewell to you Fr. Jacob, may the gracious Lord keep you with Him and give you eternal rest.
