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INDIAN EDUCATIONAL PHILOSOPHY
AND ITS RELEVANCE IN 21*" CENTURY

INTRODUCTION

Education is one of the most complex and challenging issues of our time. It is not just a local or a national
concern but a subject of great deliberation worldwide. Even as the world has witnessed vast advances towards
globalization and technology the role of our past philosophical thoughts cannot be forgotten while dealing
with the current practices in education. Indian philosophy has been the lighthouse in the direction of the
holistic development of the child. Through educational philosophy, we can unravel the gems hidden in each
child and enable education to become, at the same time, an instrument of profound social transformation. For
enriching our curriculum with the best practices of educational philosophy a change in educational direction
is urgently needed and must be implemented timely for the sustainable development of the child. This is
because:

® Philosophy has always inspired educational theory as well as practice. It determines the real
destination, towards which education has to go.

® [nthe words of Dewey, “Education is a laboratory in which philosophic distinctions become concrete
and are tested.”

® Philosophy is wisdom; education transmits that wisdom from one generation to the other.

® Philosophy represents a system of thoughts; education embraces those thoughts in the content of
instruction.

® Philosophy embodies a way of life; education is a preparation for life.

® Philosophy is knowledge obtained through natural reasons; education is the development of those
reasons and other powers of mind.

® Philosophy is theory and education is practice.
® Philosophy contemplates and education applies.
Educational philosophy seeks answers to all such questions through various educational theories.

By using the speculative, normative and the critical approach to various problems of education, educational
philosophy formulates theories of education which in turn directs educational practices.

PHILOSOPHY:

Philosophy is indispensible for every aspect of education. Hence, there is a need for philosophy in every
aspect of education. In the absence of philosophical foundations, education becomes irrelevant, meaningless,
lifeless and colourless.

The determination of aims, the decision of suitable curriculum or even textbooks, the use of suitable
methods, the decision about the types of discipline to be maintained and how to maintain it, the problems of
examination and mental testing are ultimately questions of philosophy. Philosophy is dependent on education
in the sense that philosophy follows education. Almost all philosophers propagated their philosophy through
education. Great philosophers have been great educationists in the East as well as in the West.

We can find the clearest examples in India, the dependence of education on philosophy in the lives and
teachings of the eminent philosophers like Gandhi, Tagore, Aurobindo and Vivekanand.
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They reflected their philosophical views in their educational schemes;
- Gandbhi is the father of basic education.

- Tagore's philosophy is naturalistic.
- Aurobindo is the primary founder of the integral yoga tradition.
- Vivekanand's educational philosophy is based on Vedanta and Upanishads.

Indian Educational Philosophy and 21" Century Education
Mahatma Gandhi

M.K. Gandhi was a saint and moral revolutionary. He has exercised the most powerful influence on modern
world. While Gandhiji lived, most of the people thought that his ideas were relevant only to win freedom for
India. But there is a great relevance of Gandhian Philosophy in the contemporary world also. Gandhiji is one
of those philosophers who believed in self-sacrifice. His philosophy is so comprehensive that it has left no
aspect of human life untouched. In his philosophy there is very clear indication of his love for individual and
national freedom. He had many sided personality with clear vision and definite approach to problems which
India faced. Gandhiji is believed to have greater relevance in the present world of modern science &
technology that produced geographical neighbourhood. Gandhiji very exhaustively dealt not only with
political or economic but also with social problems of Indian society. Gandhiji's concept of education is based
on ethics and morality. His education system greatly emphasized the culture of peace, sincere work,
dedication to the cause of the nation, social mindedness, friendliness, right feeling, economic advancement,
physical improvement and socio-cultural progress. It is based on work-centered education, which can provide
the necessary economic self-sufficiency & self-reliance. The significant concept of Gandhiji is '3H' which
means the development of Head, Heart and the Hand.

Gandhiji explores the total development of the students. It means Intellectual and Educational development
with importance of labour. He gave importance to Liberal and Vocational Education System of contemporary
India. Gandhiji initiated a concept of Sarvodaya Society. Gandhiji has given six types of education under the
Sarvoday society — Basic Education, Buniyadi Talim, Nayi Talim, National System, Wardha Shikshan and
Life Education. Education system proposed by Gandhiji is called "Basic Education". He mainly aims at the
education in mother tongue and that education should make children skilled and independent. More than ever
before, Gandhiji's teachings are valid today, when people are trying to find solutions to the rampant greed,
widespread violence, and runaway consumptive style of living. Thus, Gandhiji's purpose of education is to
raise man to a higher order through full development of the individual and the evolution ofa “new man”.

Rabindranath Tagore

Through Tagore India has given his message to mankind. His unique achievements in the field of literature,
philosophy, education and art, have won imperishable fame for himselfand has raised the status of India in the
estimation of the world.

Tagore loved humanity and the purest form of humanity — the child. To him, he gave respect, love, freedom,
sympathy and scope for initiative. He believed in World Brotherhood and worked for a closer contact between
the East and the West. His educational philosophy introduced seeds for the reform of India's social,
educational and cultural evils. In the words of H.B. Mukherjee, "Tagore was the greatest prophet of
educational renaissance in modern India". He waged a ceaseless battle to uphold the highest educational ideal
before the country, and conducted educational experiments at his own institutions.

Aurobindo
Sri Aurobindo was not only a great philosopher but an eminent educationist also. He showed to mankind the
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way to the highest spiritual growth. As such, he is acclaimed as a great solace giver to the people. As a true
philosopher he held that matter as well as spirit are to be looked upon as real. To run away from matter would
be to run away from spirit. A spiritualistic philosophy that totally neglects matter is one-sided. He wanted the
transformation of 'mind' into 'super-mind' and 'man' into 'superman’. He laid stress upon child-centred
education and accepted the teacher as a guide, helper and instructor only. His aims of education were based on
philosophy of idealism and individualism. His philosophy of education was based on spiritual faith,
brahmacharya and practice of yoga. It showed the way to the spiritual growth and fulfilment of a man to the
fullest extent. As an Indian philosopher he was devoted to Indian ideals, Indian values and Indian culture. His
philosophy was devoted to spiritual advancement to the highest level. His views on education reveals that Sri
Aurobindo was one of the most eminent and distinguished philosophers and educationists of our country.

Swami Vivekananda

Swami Vivekananda was a social reformer, a world teacher, a great educationist and a practical saint of
modern India who wanted to review ancient wisdom. He had deep faith in Vedanta and laid emphasis on self
knowledge, self-reliance, courage, concentration, brahmacharya, women education and education for the
masses. Throughout his life, he preached and practised brotherhood of man, realization of God, renunciation
and righteousness. He synthesised, spiritual and material values and advocated a national system of
education. He established Rama krishna Mission Ashrams and tried to spread gospels of Vedas through these
Ashrams. In the words of Jawahar Lal Nehru, “Rooted in the past and full of pride, India's prestige,
Vivekananda was modern in his approach to life's problems and was a kind of bridge between the past of India
and her present”. His mission was the service of mankind through social service, mass education, religious
revival and social awakening through education.

Educational philosophy is a wider and deeper engagement. It involves seeing education holistically
and in its relationship with the totality of life. Its goal is enlightenment through sustained reflection on the
very fundamentals of education —its meaning, ends, and means.

From this perspective, Jiddu Krishnamurti, Madan Mohan Malviya, Sir Syed Ahmed Khan,
Dayananda Saraswati and Ishwar Chandra Vidhyasagar stand out from among the galaxy of educational
thinkers chronicled in history. They all see the ultimate basis of all learning in the innermost workings of
human mind. According to them “Education should help one to free oneself from the limiting influence of
thoughts™. Thus, one can experience life in its wholeness.

Jiddu Krishnamurti

Krishnamurti is truly an educational philosopher. His thinking is centred on education, on understanding its
fundamentals, as well as praxis. His educational teachings are integrally woven into his thinking on life, world
and humanity. Krishnamurti dealt with them by probing into their very roots with his penetrating insights. His
educational concerns are strikingly contemporaneous and global.

They include: freedom and discipline, comparison and competition, learning through the senses,
scientific temper, joy and creativity. His primary audience has been the educational community- schools,
teachers, students and parents. Krishnamurti's educational teachings also encompass such general concerns
of mankind, as freedom, fear, god, living and dying, love and loneliness, peace and the future of humanity.

Madan Mohan Malviya

Pandit Malaviya also addressed as 'Mahamana' ; founder of Banaras Hindu University (BHU) wanted
education to be given to all as he believed that poverty lies in the ignorance of the people. Education was
necessary for the growth of the economic activities in all branches of national production: in agriculture, small
industries, manufactures, science and commerce. He wished to put Indian thoughts together and devise a
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system of education - technical, scientific and industrial. He wanted primary education to be universally
understood as the root of the progress and hence primary education was made compulsory. In his opinion the
moral advantages of education were not to be diluted since they were essential for creating good and
responsible humans. He wished that the education imparted to children should be made interesting and should
contain the knowledge from their religious texts. Mahamana argued that education extended only to men
would limit the goals of education, but if women were educated then substantial change could be achieved.
The curriculum for women must combine ancient knowledge, culture and values along with a modern
scientific education which have direct impact upon the development of good future citizens.

Sir Syed Ahmed Khan

Sir Syed Ahmad Khan, was a Muslim pragmatist, Islamic reformist, philosopher of nineteenth century. Sir
Syed was of the notion that, “Muslim youth should carry the Holy Quran in one hand and science in the other
hand.” He was the founder of one of the top institutions (AMU) where hundreds and thousands of students
receive their education in different careers and fields. Sir Syed Ahmad Khan's philosophy is so vast and
empowering that it should not only be worth-emulating for Muslims but it is equally essential and meaningful
to oppressed people of diverse cultures across the globe. Sir Syed had fashioned for all of us to come out from
vicious spiral of deprivations through the wheel of education, emancipation, empowerment and
enlightenment!

Ishwar Chandra Vidhyasagar

Vidyasagar will always be remembered for championing the cause of education, especially for girls. Along
with other reformers, such as Ramgopal Ghosh, Madan Mohan Tarkalankar and others he founded schools for
girls. Being an open minded individual, Vidyasagar opened up the premises of the Sanskrit College to lower
caste people, something which had never been done earlier and which was one of the reasons of discord
between Vidyasagar and Rasomoy Dutta. Vidyasagar maintained that despite their caste or gender everyone
had the right to receive education.

Swami Dayanada Saraswati

Swami Dayanand Saraswati brought about a complete overhaul in the education system of India by
introducing Anglo-Vedic schools to offer students an updated curriculum -imparting both the knowledge of
the Vedas and contemporary English education. The contribution and importance of Swami Dayananda will
remain alive in the country so long as the Arya Samaj exists and continues its activities of religious and social
reforms. The contribution of Arya Samaj in the field of education is commendable. The establishment of
educational institutions, particularly in the northern and eastern parts of India, and the formation of the
Gurukula Academy at Hardwar exemplify the very rightful eagerness of many Samajists to revive the ancient
ideal and traditions of Hindu education.

Philosophy and Teacher Education

Philosophy and teacher education are useful for informing the teachers how to prepare themselves as content
expert and to tailor their presentation as proficient educators with sufficient awareness, to navigate what is
happening within the student, and the subject matter and act as facilitators. Philosophy of education is
necessary for instructors because what, why, how, when, where, who and for what purpose instruction is used
as an instrument for making ethical-moral decisions for regulating ourselves, and the positive or adverse
consequences to our neighbours. Although teachers may refine their philosophy of education overtime, it is
important that new teachers are well prepared to view the domain and discipline of professional education
beyond their personal world experience. Therefore, certification of teachers is necessary to include
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philosophy of education. Thinking about what has worked and not worked for the past 3500 years in the
history of education is significant for examining the duty of care, level of accountability, and role-model as
educators that is necessary when influencing the next generation of responsible citizens. Education is a very
serious responsibility, i.e., the “ability to respond” to the needs of a person in context of a civilization for the
purpose of enabling that person in his vision of life and within his given mental, emotional and physical
capabilities, to become a responsible and productive citizen in the community. An instructor's or facilitator's
skill to apply various venues, styles, and techniques enable the student to demonstrate proficiency of
knowledge, skill, and attitude and complete objectives that require various forms of transactional and
transformational leadership, awareness that is necessary to map-out what is happening, why it is happening,
and to what extent is “learning” “development” progressing within the capabilities of that particular student.

PHILOSOPHY AND AIMS OF EDUCATION

Aims of education cannot be different from the aims of life. Education, being a planned and purposeful
activity, has manifold aims. These aims or objectives are formulated by the philosophy of life. It is again
philosophy which formulates the aims of education based upon deep insight and fundamental thinking.
Education is necessarily influenced by society, civilization, climate and life of people. Individual and society
both have their philosophy of life, which may be similar or different. Education is the source of the life of
society. Without education, society cannot make new-born children aware of its ideals.

PHILOSOPHY AND CURRICULUM

Before the construction of curriculum, definite ideals, nature of the society and civilization are to be kept in
mind. It would be difficult to teach the books written on conceptual basis imbued with old civilization and
culture, in a society of the people who have made the highest progress in pragmatic science. Herbert Spencer
has said that our first step would naturally be to decide the main activities on which life is based. Necessity of a
subject would have to be proved on the basis of a philosophy of life. The leaders should have a solid
philosophy admitted by all and select the teaching material according to it.

PHILOSOPHYAND METHODS OF TEACHING

Anaturalist teacher would pay attention to the child's interest, aptitude and mental ability. His attention would
be diverted to the needs of the boys and he would impart education in a natural, free and happy environment,
away from mere bookish knowledge. A democratic teacher, regarding the children a little above himself,
would teach either through 'project method' or gradual development style. Kilpatrick determined the
relationship between philosophy and education by popularizing 'philosophy of method of teaching'.

MODERNEDUCATIONALSYSTEM: PHILOSOPHICALPERSPECTIVE

Today, teaching is not just confined to learning skills or developing better teaching methods but attitude
formation along with classroom management skills, co-operative learning, one-to-one counseling etc,. The
role of teacher is extremely volatile which is always on the move to imbibe the newer methods of teaching and
learning, yet retaining what is essential and perennial in the method. Also, the constructivist approach,
innovative teaching and learning models like SE and ICON, facilitates children to construct their own
knowledge. New trends in assessment : ODE, CBCS, Grading System, Portfolios and Evaluation Rubrics etc
has given anew dimension to assess student's knowledge.

PHILOSOPHICAL VISION OF NEW TRENDS IN EDUCATIONALSYSTEM
The education area is becoming now the place where many technologies meet, converge and are tested by real
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practice and coexistence. Education becomes a conductor and promoter of new technologies and an area
where new approaches and new social imperatives are forming now. With several educational options
available to students today, newer trends are emerging in this field which has completely changed the
traditionally held perceptions about education. Several career options that were earlier not considered to be
traditional have emerged as the most sought after education and career options. Various career options like
radio jockeying, radio management, news reading and reporting for the electronic media, content writing,
fashion designing, event management, hospital management, medical transcription etc, have opened up
several newer avenues for education. The recent trends in education have certainly shown a deviation from
the earlier trends. Online Education is fast becoming a major preferred mode of education among students.
Enrolling to regular courses is increasingly getting highly competitive in India; so online education and
distance education has come as a wonderful alternative and several students opt for these. There are various
benefits of opting for an online study course. Students will not be required to make any alteration in their
present daily routine. In fact an additional degree might actually help the students in improving career
prospects. Distance Education courses are very popular in rural India. One of the main reasons for this is the
provision that one can get degrees from various renowned universities from anywhere in India. Distance
education is given through correspondence courses, where students and the teachers are separated with
respect to time and space and sometimes both. Distance learning is doing a wonderful job by enabling the less
advantaged sections of the society an opportunity to get educated.

CONCLUSION

The study of educational philosophy helps an educationist to critically evaluate his own practices and make
necessary changes in his practice. Philosophy has the potential for provoking revolutionary changes, revise
and reject some of our beliefs, develop analytical and logical skills and reasoning. Educational philosophy
clarifies concepts and analyses propositions, beliefs and theories of education.

Patna: St Xavier's College of
Education, Digha Ghat, has
been granted autonomous sta-

tus by the University Grants —

Commission (UGC) on Friday.
The institute will now have
the freedom to carry out its
own admission process. The
college is first teachers’ train-
ing college in the state to get
the autonomous status,

This year, the college car-
ried out admission through
Nalanda Open University
¢ (NOU) combined entrance test
for Bed. However, based on re-
sults, the institute went for its
own counselling process,
which was opposed by the
NOU. Later, the college ap-
proached the high court witha
plea to conduct its own coun-
selling, which to which the
court gave its approval.

Deep Kumar, an assistant
professor who looks after
media affairs at the college,
said: “Now that the college has
got an autonomous tag, there
will be no restrictions from
any university to conduct its
own counselling process.”

Deep added: "The college
getting an autonomous status
is a big achievement, The col-
lege can now conduct its own
admission process, examina-
tion and evaluation of copies,
The college will also get the
freedom to increase students’
intake at the varsity,”
