Principal
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Lets start with a question. The answer to this question will bring out the fate of love and
selfishness. Who has not heard of Gautam Buddha? Perhaps no one. But if we ask who has not heard
of Ajita Kasakamali, the contemporary philosopher of Buddha, then many would say "I haven't
heard". Both were philosophers of Vedic age and both arose in response to the unfair Brahamanic
traditions. Then why did Gautam Buddha's philosophy prosper into a religion and flourish
throughout the world while Ajita Kesamali's philosophy met death. The answer lies in the two words -
love and selfishness. Buddhism, the philosophy of Buddha was centered around love for fellow
beings as much as love for one self, while lokayat/charvak, the philosophy of Ajita, was based upon
the theme of self-involvement-a form of selfishness. Love, the essence of Buddhism, led to its
expansion while some form of selfishness inherent in Lokayat led to its contraction and its ultimate
demise.

Love crosses all boundaries. It surmounts all barriers. It permeates every space. And this is
exactly what causes its inherent expanding capability. On the other hand, selfishness promotes
isolation. It induces separation. This makes it prone to contraction.

History of mankind is replete with examples which demonstrates this. U.S.S.R., the supreme
power that emerged after the Second World War, disintegrated in 1991 into thirteen states, the U.S.A.,
the other supreme power, meanwhile had expanded from a union of thirteen colonies in 1776 into
fifty states at present. So, what caused this difference in the fate of these two super powers? The
answer again is the same two words - love and selfishness. U.S.S.R. practiced a selfish mode of power
distribution where most of the power were concentrated in the hands of the central government
leaving the confederating states with little or meaningless power. U.S.A., on the other hand, since its
formation, had been practicing power sharing owing to a loving attitude of the central government
towards the federating states. The formation of Bangladesh in 1970 would also be an apt example.
West Pakistan, since its inception practised the most terrible selfish public policy which led to severe
discrimination of the people of East Pakistan. Years of selfishness culminated in the separation of
East Pakistan (Bangladesh) from West Pakistan.

How has the world responded to this quotation of Swami Vivekanand? Fortunately, in the last
two decades, the essence of love for future generations of human population has been acknowledged
by the entire world through the concept of sustainable development. The selfishness of the present
generation in utilising natural resources will cause contraction of human population in the future.
This contraction will be triggered by the fierce struggle over the scarce resources leading to wiping
out of the weaker people. Thus the urgent need for replacing our selfishness with love for future
generation has given rise to the idea of sustainable development. Has love, of any type and under any
condition led to expansion? Love should be selfless and not conditioned by any expectation. Pure,
selfless love as practised by Mahatma Gandhi, Mother Teresa, Nelson Mandela, will surely lead to
expansion. Normally, love when not reciprocated, decreases in intensity and will not attain much.
Similarly love should be expressed through actions for faster and wider expansion. Have we ever
thought why love of a mother towards her children expands much more and at faster rate than that ofa
father? It is because a mother's love 1s more expressive than that of a father despite the fact that both
harbour equal love in their hearts for their children.




The expansion of love shown for others is unparallel when compared to expansion of love
shown for close ones. Such love expands in a way that makes history. Panna Dai, a maid of Rana
Sanga's widow of Mewar is an epitome of love. She sacrificed her own son to save the life of her
master's son Udai Singh, who was the most potential future king to the throne of Mewar. The love of
Panna Dai for the Kingdom of Mewar in turn led to its expansion to a size that presented a formidable
challenge to the other Rajputana Kingdoms. How does selfishness lead to contraction? The answer
lies in the motivation that works behind selfishness. It makes a person accept favours from others but
when the time for return comes they back track. Those who are denied the return of favours either
shun the company of the person or take revenge. In the long run every person is known to the selfish
will abandon him, thus causing contraction of the persons company.

To what an extent can selfishness lead to contraction? The answer is annihilation. India
offered its help to Britain in its fight against Axis powers during the Second World War under the
expectation for a return of favour in the form of independence. But when no sign of returning the
favour was seen, India launched the most revolutionary war for freedom which is known as Quit India
Movement (1942). The war's effect within a period of five years annihilated the British rule from
India (1947).

Critics refute the University of the Fact of selfishness leading to contraction by citing the
example of species of the biological kingdom. It is a scientifically proven fact that a species that is
more selfish than its competitor species has greater chances of survival because it is selfishness that
enables it to win in the "survival of the fittest" that always operates among the population of the
different species. What these critics fail to see in the long term effect of selfishness among species. In
the long run a highly selfish species will have caused extinction of many other species causing
ecological imbalance to such an extent that its own existence will come under threat.

Thus it can be ascertained that love always leads to expansion. Selfishness may in the initial
phase give success but in the long run it always leads to contraction. And we, as human beings are
going to stay here for the long run. So everyone, in whatever social role we are either as teachers,
professionals, politicians, entrepreneurs, preachers etc we must inculcate the virtue of love and see
the vice of selfishness. It will transform humanity into the most beautiful creation of nature.
Concluding a quotation of Martin Luther King. "We have flown the air like birds and swim the sea
like fishes, but have yet to learn the simple act of walking the earth like brothers".
