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ANNUAL REPORT : 2017-2018

St. Xavier's College of Education, Patna is a Christian Minority Institution, permanently affiliated to
Aryabhatta Knowledge University, Patna and permanently recognized by the government of Bihar and the
National Council for Teacher Education, Accredited by NAAC with 'A" grade (3" Cycle) and registered
under 2(f) 12 Bof UGC Act 1956. This is an unaided co-educational institution running B.Ed. and M.Ed. of
2 years duration. The sanctioned intake capacity of the college for B.Ed. is 100 and M.Ed. is 50 per year.
Since its inception, the college has paid special attention to admit and train a sizeable number of students from
the deprived sections of society particularly S.C., S.T., O.B.C. and Physically Handicapped. 80% of the
student body usually consists of women.

The admission process started by the end of April 2017 by advertising in predominant newspapers
and displaying the same on the college notice board as well as college website.

B.Ed. session 2017-2019 started on 3/7/2017, M.Ed. 2017-19 session was started on 5/10/2017 and
the Ph.D. course work started from July 2017.

All these culminates to the problem of unemployment which in turn have negative impacts in the form

One cannot deny the fact that various governments in the centre as well as in the state, too have worked
to eradicate, this problem. Of late, various schemes, like - *Stand up Indira’, *Skill India’, Made In India’,
Pradhan Mantri Grameen Rozgar Yojna’, etc. try, to bring out the ideas of jobs for youth.

Also, in order to bring the students back to school various policies have been launched like Mid Day
meal, Sarva Shiksha Abhiyaan, etc. all these are good efforts.

But care must be taken for its proper implementation, as well as to provide the same quality of
education in both private and government institutions. Proper selection of well trained teachers is also
mandatory for successful education.

Further, the students should be made to participate in social works, camps etc. to nurture and develop
the humanistic feelings. It is a stark reality, that unemployment has become a plague for India, spreading its
tentacles to rot the youth, by making them feel despair and low self-esteem.

The ancient - Gurukul system of education bears testimony to the fact of vocationalization in skills as
well as teachings by the Gurus, to lead a successful happy life. In the same way, today’s education system too
needs to be revived to guarantee and secure the students for employment opportunities.

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Digital Initiatives of Government of India in Higher Education

Higher Education in India has become an area of discussion of the current time. So many reforms like Online Exams,
Combined Entrance test CBCS, Integrated Courses,etc. are being implemented to improve the quality of higher
education of the country. The aim to raise the Gross Enrolment Ratio (GER) in the higher education from 24.5 (2015-
16) to 30 by 2020, and the quest to enhance the quality of education would require a large scale initiatives so as to
provide quality opportunities to the learners of today. However, physical expansion of such facilities is fraught with
both infrastructural and human resource limitations. Fortunately, in the days of fast expanding IT facilities, the
technology can be leveraged to address these twin concerns of enhancing access and quality.

Digital inititives in education, in a mission mode has the key to success in providing quality higher education in India. In
terms of its affordability, its ability to overcome the shortage of quality faculty, it seems that it can enhance the
enrolment in higher education system. Keeping this in view and to democratise the opportunities of quality education,
the Government has launched the National Mission on Education through ICT (NMEICT) to translate the power of IT
into expanded learning opportunities. Over a period of time, NMEICT has made significant gains by developing IT
interventions that have potential to change the higher education scenario.

Digital revolution is bringing in sweeping changes in the Higher Education landscape. Every institute is taking various
initiatives in promoting digital education. MHRD has taken up novel initiatives like SWAYAM (India’s own MOOCs),
Swayam Prabha, National Digital Library (containing more than 6.5 million books), and National Academic
Depository. We can better understand all these initiatives as follows.

i. Study Webs of Active Learning for Young Aspiring Minds (SWAYAM): (htips://swayam.gov.in/)

SWAYAM is an indigenous (Made in India) IT Massive Open Online Courses (MOOCs) Platform for providing best
quality education that can be accessed by anyone, anytime and anywhere using the I'T system. It contains video tutorials,
E-content, self-assessment exercises along with discusssion opportunities to the learners.

Apart from this, NMEICT has funded the National Program on Technology Enabled Learning (NPTEL), which is a
group of 7 lITs and 1ISc. NPTEL (http://nptel.ac.in) is a joint initiative of 1ITs and 1ISc funded by this Mission and
provides e-learning through online Web and Video based courses in engineering, science and humanities streams and
provides free online courseware.

ii. SWAYAM Prabha: the 32 Educational DTH Channels: (https://swayamprabha.gov.in/)

The SWAYAM PRABHA is a project for telecasting high quality educational programmes through 32 DTH channels on
24X7 basis. Every day, there are new content of at least (4) hours, which are repeated 6 times a day, allowing the students
to choose the time of their convenience. It contains live and recorded programs on both school and higher education.
The programmes are being offered by institutions like NCERT, NIOS, IGNOU , UGC etc.

iii. National Digital Library (NDL): (https://ndLiitkgp.ac.in/)

A Project titled “Development of National Digital Library of India, Towards Building a National Asset™ has been
implemented by IIT, Kharagpur under NMEICT by MHRD.National Digital Library in India aims to collect, preserve
and disseminate entire intellectual output of our country and provide online access from school level to post graduate
level, including technical education. There are more than 72 lakh digital books available through the NDL.More than 15
lakh students have registered themselves in the NDL. The NDL is available through a mobile app too.

iv. National Academic Depository :(https:/ndl.iitkgp.ac.in/)

National Academic Depository (NAD) is an initiative of Ministry of Human Resources Development, Govt. of India
(MHRD) to facilitate digital issuance, storage, access and verification of Academic Awards issued by Academic
Institutions.

v. e-Shodh Sindhu:(https://www.inflibnet.ac.in/ess/)

More than 15,000 international electronic journals and e-books are made available to all the higher educational
institutions through the e-Shodh Sindhu initiative. This allows access to the best education resources in the world using
digital mode. The INFLIBNET, Gandhinagar, Gujarat is implementing the Scheme.

vi. Virtual Labs:(http://vlab.co.in/)

Physical distances and the lack of resources make us unable to perform experiments, especially when they involve
sophisticated instruments. With the present day internet and computer technologies the above limitations can no more
hamper students and researchers in enhancing their skills and knowledge. Over 205 virtual labs in 9 Engineering &
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Science disciplines, comprising about 1515 experiments are operational and currently being accessed by more than 6
lakh students.

vii. e-Yantra:(www.e-yantra.org)

An MHRD initiative under NMEICT Programme, named “e-Yantra™ is implemented to incorporate Robotics into
engineering education with the objective of engaging students through exciting hands-on application of mathematics,
computer science, and engineering principles. Presently, e-Yantra has been implemented in more than100 colleges.

viii. Campus Connectivity:

Establishment of 1 GBPS Connectivity to universities and 20 512 Kbps broadband connectivity to colleges has been
provisioned under NMEICT. A total of 600 Universities have been connected through 1 Gbps Optical Fibre; 22026
Colleges have so far been connected with 10 Mbps bandwidth.Already all the IITs, IIMs, and NITs have established
WiFi campuses. The process of laying the optical fibre and provision of the WiFi in Central Universities is currently
underway.

ix. E-Kalpa (http://www.dsource.in/)

Another MHRD/ NMEICT initiative named “e-Kalpa” creating Digital-Learning Environment for Design in India has
successfully demonstrated the achievement in the design and craft sector. The content of e-Kalpa website named
“D’source” includes 160 Courses on Design Learning in different domains, more than 400 Resources in the form of fine
examples of Design and crafts, 110 Case studies of Design Projects undertaken by professionals and design students, 50
Video lectures and presentations by subject experts and 600 examples of a visual Gallery that has documented works of
therich tradition of art and design seen across different regions of India.

x. e-Vidwan:(https://vidwan.inflibnet.ac.in/)

The ‘Information and Library Network” (INFLIBNET) Centre took the initiative called “Vidwan: Expert Database and
National Researcher’s Network™ with the financial support from NMEICT. The objectives of VIDWAN is to collect
academic and research profiles of scientists, faculty and research scientists working in leading academic and R&D
organizations in India and abroad. The database can be used for selection of panels of experts for various committees and
taskforces established by the Ministries / Govt. establishments for monitoring and evaluation purposes.

The technology of online education and all the digital initiatives have the possibility to revolutionize higher education
scenario in the near future. Other than the aforesaid initiatives MHRD has also started initiatives like “Cashless
Campus”, “Smart Campus ™, “Clean Campus”,” Innovative Drives”,” Unnat Bharat Abhivaan ™, * Talk to a Teacher
" " e-Acharva & Vidva Mitra *, ** The Free and Open Source Software for Education (FOSSEE) ", * Central cloud
Infrastructure (Baadal) " and “Digital Financial Literacy of communityby students . All these initiatives are bound to
reflect, quality of higher education in the coming future. All these resources and repositories are bound to facilitate the
needs and demands of ever increasing mass of youth students and researchers in higher education.

This missile man of India was not only
the brain child behind the country’s mainstream inventions including India’s guided missiles - Agni and
Prithvi but also made inventions in almost every field. When India was under criticism for its spendthriftness
onrockets and missiles, “ Strength respects strength™ was his credo.

This scientist shattered the conventional view of scientific inventions as deadly devices for humanity.
Instead, he brought to light the constructive side of science by his two great inventions, which revolutionized
health card, DRDO, earlier concerned with defense missions, contributed in producing a stent, a device,
which prevented arteries from clogging. The stent called Kalam - Raju stent was a savior for those who
could’nt pay the earlier amount of Rs. 70000/- as the new stentamounted to only Rs. 10000/-.

While working on Agni and Prithvi Dr. Kalam found carbon composites to alleviate polio affected
people. This brought down the weight of calipers used by them to less than 400 g instead of the earlier 4 kg.
To fight corruption, he launched the self-governed '"What I can give' movement to spread the message of
giving among the youth. His “Billion Beats’ in circulation since 2007 was later converted into a Facebook
page on which Dr. Kalam shared the success stories of several Indians.

The Indian vision 2020, initially a document prepared by TIFAC under the chairmanship of Dr. APJ
was later elaborated in his book highlighting integrated nation to double the growth rate of GDP in India
including agriculture, infrastructure, education, healthcare and information.

"Let us sacrifice today so that our children can have a better tomorrow™

This idol of sacrifice donated all his wealth and savings to a trust called PURA (Providing Urban Amenities to
Rural Areas).

The strength of a country does not depend on its weapon power and defense strategy but on the innovations
creativities and imaginations of its citizens. This was evident in his simple lifestyle.

His greatness was visible even in his death. While delivering lecture at Shillong, he started off on his journey
to eternity.

With no bank balance and books, only Veena as his companion- he demonstrated his own sweet way.

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The word 'Diaspora’ stemmed from the Greek 'diaspeir' -'dia'—*“from one end to the other” and
'speir’ “to sow or to scatter”.

The provenance of the word diasporas is historical. It is an archetypal biblical term and primordially
applied to the Jews. “Random House Webster” defines diaspora as “the scattering of the Jews to the
countries outside of Palestine after the Babylonian captivity”. The story of the Jewish diasporas goes
back to the year 587BC when the first temple was pillaged and the Jewish people weretorn away
from their homeland. Ifwe sift the annals we will find myriad events like diasporas, the Migration Period
relocations - which included several phases-is just one set of the many.

The first mention of a diaspora began to develop from this original sense when the Hebrew Bible was
translated into Greek: in Ancient Greece. After the Bible's translation into Greek, the word Diaspora then was
used to refer to the community of Jews banishment from Israel in 587 BCE by the Babylonians, and from
Judea in 70 CE by the Roman Empire. Thus it came to refer to the historical movements of the dispersed ethnic
population of Israel, to the cultural development of that population. The broader relevance of diaspora
evolved from the Assyrian two-way mass expatriation policy of conquered populations to deny future
territorial claims on their part.

However, such colonizing migrations cannot be considered as diasporas indefinitely. Finally over
centuries these migrants fraternized with the permanent settlers accepting the new land as their
homeland. But the chauvinistic Jewish diasporas were unlike these migrants. They hankered for a
denouement to their oppression and peripatetic life, desiring avidly for a geographical land which
they could claim as their native land. However the second coming of Christ is predicted in the Bible, and
itis claimed that it would usher an era of peace and then the Jews would return to their homeland.
Though the prophesy is yet to be fulfilled, the craving of the Jews culminated inthe formation of
Isracl in 1948. Jewishdiasporas from all over the world finally came back to their home.

The term diaspora has since been applied to the physical diffusion of the Jews. Based on the
Jewish archetype, the term suggests a combination of pain, loss, terror, oppression and suppression. Chaliand
describes diasporas as “born from a forced dispersion, they conscientiously strive to keep a memory
of the past alive and foster the willto transit a heritage and to survive as a diaspora.” Butnowadays
the panoramic study of the word carries religious, philosophical, and eschatological connotation.
